Camp Fires: As noted below, the county park will not let us dump the fire ashes in the road anymore. So this year we will be trying something new so let’s give it a chance. This year at registration we will be handing out trash bags for you to put your ashes in. Ashes should be soaked with water and cold out then put them in the trash bags and bring them up near headquarters and we will have a smaller dumpster to put them in or you can bring a cardboard box, 5 gallon bucket or something to carry them in but they must be out cold. PLEASE DO NOT PUT THEM IN THE TRASH DUMPSTER.
Registration: Please bring a copy of your participation roster with the names of all of the boys and adults that will be camping with you and turn it in when you do registration or you will be filling it out at the registration office. 
Scout Office: The scout office will be closed 1/2/12 thru 1/5/12 for inventory so you can not drop off any registrations during that time.

Registration: We are extending the pre-registration close date from 12/31/11 to 1/6/12 and the late fee will start 1/7/12 so please get all of your registration information and fees to the scout shop on or before 1/6/12, if it is not at the scout shop by 1/6/12 please bring it with you to the event. The registration staff would greatly appreciate it if you did it before 1/6/12.
Apparel: The special one-time 35th Anniversary Trappers’ Long Sleeve T-Shirt and Hoodie orders and payments are still due at the scout shop by 12/31/11 we will have a small selection of them at the event so please order them early.
10/18/2011
Fees: The registration fees have been raised to $7.00 per person but the unit fees have remained the same at $10.00 per unit. We had a great response to the pre-registration in 2011 and the staff thanks you but we still have the $5.00 late fee per person and $5.00 late fee per unit after 12/31/11.
Camp Fires: The park has made a few changes regarding camp fires. There will be no ground fires allowed and anything with a fire in it has to be off of the ground. The park will not allow any of the ashes from any fires to be dumped in the road. We are working on a way to dispose of the ashes and we will give you that information when you check in or you can check the website before you come.
Trading: Trading is the most popular event at Trappers and that is how it was in the 1800’s but back then they did not have throwing stars, car radios, and Pokemon cards to name a few items I have seen lately. It looks more like a garage sale not a rendezvous event. Please have your youth try to bring simple handmade items that they can make at a troop meeting like duct tape wallets, leather pouches or beaded chokers/bracelets. Choose simple items you can make just use the internet to find ideas. Please see the rules on trading at Trappers on page 2 of the Herald.
Frozen water (ice): We had a problem with all ages being on the ice in 2011 and they told us that they were not told by the leadership to stay off the ice so PLEASE explain all of the rules and regulations on page 4 of the Herald to everyone that comes to Trappers even if they are only coming out for the day. This is a safety issue and you as leaders are responsible.
