      The Cub Scout Pack





First through Fifth Grade


I. 	Your boy is a member of a Pack which:


A.	Is made up of one or more Dens

B.	Meets once a month at Pack meetings- all Cub Scout families are expected to participate


C.	The Pack meeting is led by the Cubmaster

D.	The Pack meeting is the culmination of the month’s Den meetings and activities

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)E.	Pack meetings include games, skits, songs, ceremonies, and presentation of achievements that boys earned that month. Also included are Den project displays as well as sharing about that months field trips with other Pack members 


II.	Our Pack is run by the Pack Committee


A.	Made up of Den leaders, Pack leaders, the Pack trainer, and all parents.


B.	We meet once a month or more often if needed. 
C.	Led by a committee chairman.
D.	The committee selects leadership, finds meeting places, performs record keeping, manages Pack finances, orders Badges, maintains Pack equipment, helps train leaders, and makes sure our boys receive a good program.


III. 	Our Pack is owned by a Chartered Organization


A.	Charter Organizations include parent-school organizations, religious organizations, service clubs, and other organizations interested in youth.

B.	Our Charter Organization approves leadership, helps secure a meeting place, and keeps the Pack within sponsors and Boy Scout guidelines and policies.


C.	Our Charter Organization selects a Chartered Organization Representative    (a liaison between our Pack and our sponsor).

Cub Scouts is for first through fifth grade boys. Each boy participates with a parent (or another adult partner) in family-oriented activities. These activities help Scouts learn family values, appreciating our country, respecting elders, and fostering our world and the wildlife within it.


The time you and your son spend in Cub Scouts is meant to be fun! A chance to get to know one another better, and do things with your family, as well as other members of your Pack.




       Cub Scout Motto





“Do Your Best”

In society where your son is often taught that winning is everything, Cub Scouting teaches him to “do his best” and be helpful to others as expressed in the Cub Scout Promise.

“I,  Cub Scout’s name, promise to do my best;

To do my duty to God and my country;

To help other people, and To obey the Law of the Pack”


Cub Scouting is a home & neighborhood-centered program designed to support family life for boys in first through fifth grades. Each Cub Scout learns to respect his home, Country, God, and other people.  

The program also helps boys this age to:

• Learn new physical skills through sports, crafts, and games

• Learn how to get along with others through group activities

• Reinforce mental skills such as writing and calculating

• Develop personal maturity and independence

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)A Cub Scout Den provides your boy a group in which he can earn awards and recognition among boys’ his own age. He will also gain a sense of personal achievement from the new skills he learns.
       The Advancement Plan




The responsibility of a boy's advancement in Cub Scouting lies with the family and not 
with the Den or Pack.  Some advancement requirements are done at Den meetings but 
most are done at home with the family.





Bobcat - 1st-5th grade

All boys, in 1st through 5th grade earn the Bobcat Badge first, by learning the Cub Scout Promise, Law of the Pack, handshake, salute, sign, motto, and meaning of "Webelos." After receiving the Bobcat Badge, the boys work on requirements based on his grade.






Tiger Cubs - 1st Grade


The Tiger Cub Badge is earned after completing five achievements grouped in three areas: Den Activity, Family Activity, and Go See It. 

After completing the Tiger Cub rank, boys may earn one Tiger Track bead when he completes 10 Electives. There is no limit to the number of Tiger Cub beads a boy can earn. Advancements are displayed on a Tiger Cub Totem, which is worn on the uniform.





Wolf Cubs - 2nd Grade

A Cub Scout who has completed first grade (or is age 8), works on 12 achievements to earn the Wolf Badge.

 (
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)After he earns his Wolf Badge, a boy may work on electives in different interest areas until he is old enough to begin work on the next rank.

Bear Cubs- 3rd Grade


A Cub Scout who has completed second grade (or is age 9) 
works to complete 12 of 24 achievements to earn the Bear Badge.

After he earns his Bear Badge, a boy may work on electives in different interest areas until he is old enough to begin work on the next rank.










Arrow Points - 2nd & 3rd grades

After earning the Wolf or Bear Badge, boys can work on other fun activities called “electives.” For every 10 electives a boy completes, he earns an Arrow Point. A boy may earn as many Arrow Points as he can.









Webelos - 4th & 5th Grade


When a Cub Scout has completed the third grade (or becomes
10 years old), he transfers to a Webelos Den.  The boy works on requirements for the Webelos Badge, 20 activity badges, and the Arrow of Light Award (the highest award in Cub Scouting).

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)Camping and outdoor programs are an important part of the 18 month Webelos program. In February of a Webelos Scout's 5th grade year, he graduates from Cub Scouting into the adventure of Boy Scouting at an impressive graduation ceremony. Every boy deserves an opportunity to be a Boy Scout.
   Special Programs


Blue and Gold Banquet

The birthday party for Cub Scouting is usually held in February. Boys will often receive their Rank Badges at this celebration. Boys then continue to work on electives during Spring and Summer. 


Summertime Camping

Cub Scout Day Camp:  An activity for all Cub Scouts that include crafts, games, nature, sports, songs, and skits.  Camps run three days usually in a local park.

Cub Scout Resident Camp:  A two day overnight  camping experience for Cub Scouts and a parent at     Scout Camp. Activities include sports, archery,  swimming, and campfires.

Webelos Camp:  A three day and two night camping experience for fourth and fifth graders. Activities include swimming, shooting sports; like archery and BB guns, water bottle rockets and more!


Pinewood Derby

Parent/son project where a race car is built from a block of wood. All boys will race their cars at the Pack Pinewood Derby Race.  Each Pack’s winners can compete in the District race and top District winners can then compete at the Council Derby Race! Be there the day of the big race!

Cubmaster

Helps plan and carry out the Pack meeting program with the help of the Pack committee. Emcees monthly Pack meeting and attends the Pack leaders’ meeting.

Den Leader (s) & Assistant (s)

With the assistance of Den families, conducts weekly Den meetings; encourages boys to earn advancements and awards; attends the monthly Pack leaders’ meeting.

Pack Committee


Committee Members perform administrative functions of the Pack



Committee Chairman

Presides at all Pack committee meetings. Helps recruit adult leaders. Also attends Pack meetings

Advancement Chairman

Collects advancement data from Den leaders. Maintains advancement records for the Pack. Orders and obtains all Badges and insignia. Attends Pack and committee meetings

Secretary / Treasurer

Keeps all records for the Pack, including Pack bank account, financial records, etc. Assists with fundraiser management. Attends Pack meetings and Pack committee meetings

Pack Trainer

Coordinates and promotes all adult leader trainings with the District. Helps organize the Dens. Helps ensure proper program delivery,  and promotes Roundtable meeting attendance

Pack Committee Members

Help with “one time” program jobs such as coordinating Pack Popcorn sales fundraisers, Scouting for Food, Pinewood Derby, Blue and Gold Banquet, Day Camp, etc. 
These jobs are typically of short duration

Assist Den Leaders and Pack committee with specific projects as needed
